Description and origin of dances :
Urban dance that comes from Silesia region, well known among coal mines workers. Music is composed of waltz and polka choreography  of 2/4 and 3/4 time. Dance in pairs, in circles and in lines.

Description and origin of costumes :

Dancers are wearing miners’ ceremonial uniforms and black hats with a color feather reflecting owner’s professional level. Traditional upper Silesia’s dancing costume (“ROZBARK”)consist of long dresses with hand painted aprons and characteristic crowns on heads.
