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“Romanaţi” Folklore Ensemble – Caracal, Romania

The “Romanaţi” Folklore Ensemble is representing Cultural Municipal Centre from Caracal. Last year in December, the institution and our ensemble celebrated 60 years of activity. The formation decided adding value to the artistic folklore heritage of Romania and to become a representative ensemble for the Southeastern Oltenia, Romanaţi area. Its active repertoire includes over hundreds traditional dances and songs. Among them is the most representative of traditional Romanian dance, the “căluş,” considered very original and closely linked to Romanian history. It is considered as the “Romanaţi” Folklore Group calling card. “Romanaţi” has taken part in festivals in its native country, the Serbia, Moldavia, Bulgaria, the Netherlands, Portugal, Turkey, Italy, Belgium, Cehia and more.

Folklore Dance Ensemble “Romanaţi” repertoire:
· Oltenia - Zona Romanati - The popular dances of Romanati area has attracted the attention of specialists,  by the wealth of kinetic movements present in the structure of the dances, by the speed and technique of steps, which is typical for dances of the plain, being considered the most representative of popular dances from Oltenia.

· Bihor - Dances the Bihor region is characterized by hitting the earth, spurs,boots beat. These elements form the choreographic style of this region. The steps are performed in particular on the spot or with small lateral movements.

· Dobrogea area with most folk inhabiting nationalities. The phenomenon of acculturation in this area has created a series of unique dancing style of interpretation.

· "The card" of the Folk Ensemble Romanati represents the "Căluşul" the most profoundly moving and magic Romanian popular dance, a variety, richness and dynamic movements, by its brisk pace and vitality, the game that bears the unmistakable mark of genius Romanian folk.

The rite "Căluşul" was proclaimed by UNESCO a Masterpiece of Oral and Intangible Heritage of Humanity in 2005. A title for the value of the traditional Romanian culture.
